In 
its contemporary context, a populist engages with the public, 
often stirring emotions and opinions, which can be a perilous 
endeavour. Populism typically arises as a response from certain 
groups who feel overwhelmed by rapid social changes, believing 
that events are no longer within their control. 

Historically, populism has flourished during times of 
significant upheaval. As we enter a period of transformation, it 
has become increasingly prominent within the Georgian 
Parliament. This trend is likely to continue unless the public 
learns to distinguish between the misleading narratives 
propagated by populists and the actual reality. 

In today's independent Georgia, there is a noticeable 
predominance of civil servants rather than genuine politicians, 
underscoring a critical distinction between the two.
