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THE FOURTH ESTATE AND THE FIGHT 
FOR GEORGIAN STATEHOOD 

 

(Abstract)

9 April 1980 marked a pivotal turning point in the consciousness of 
Georgian society. The radio programme Prime Time (Pikis Saati) 
began with the powerful phrase, “Our consciousness was divided 
into two—before 9 April and after 9 April.” This statement perfectly 
encapsulates the essence of this transformative moment. 

Events unfolded rapidly. Alongside our pursuit of 
independence, the structure of the state began to change. Were we 
prepared for this? Did we even know how to respond? By its very 
nature, journalism is inherently emotional. While it may seem that 
we have answers to these questions today, the accuracy of those 
answers remains uncertain. Following 9 April, the Georgian media 
experienced a significant transformation, realising the aspirations of 
generations. It felt like taking a breath of fresh air as we rediscovered 
our profession; words took on a fresh meening when we embraced 
what we came to recognise as the Fourth Estate. 

With a sense of liberation, Georgian journalism took flight, 
freed from the Soviet control and censorship that had suffocated 
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independent or national expression. Journalists now had the will and 
the freedom to contemplate the true significance of the word—a 
critical power embodied by the Fourth Estate. No longer were we 
Soviet journalists devoid of nationality and exploited by the 
Communist Party; after 9 April 1989, we became the journalists of 
Georgia, pondering a pivotal question: What empowers us to embody 
the Fourth Estate, and how can it be harnessed to serve our country 
in achieving complete independence? 

This power lies in our ability to analyse, critique, and 
influence. It fosters a more rational society, promotes healing, sparks 
debate, and nurtures individual development within the community. 
It plays a vital role in promoting independence for our nation and 
upholding the constitutional right to exist free from foreign control. 
Georgia has fought for these rights throughout history, and we are 
acutely aware of the protracted struggles endured by previous 
generations. Yet, after 9 April, we began to recognise the weight of 
the living history we were shaping, understanding that we were 
responsible for developing it for ourselves and future generations. 

Journalism became our guiding light in the quest to break free 
from the Soviet Union and reclaim our independence. The events of 
9 April accelerated this trajectory, making the collapse of the Soviet 
empire inevitable. This dramatic shift prompted a transformation in 
our programme Prime Time, which evolved into a political platform 
where analysis and bold criticism became commonplace. No longer 
were there hidden or forbidden topics. Although the USSR continued 
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to exist until 1991, Georgia embarked on a new path, resolutely 
discarding any remnants of Soviet influence within our borders. 

Article 2 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights states: 
“Everyone is entitled to all the rights and freedoms outlined in this 
Declaration, without distinction of any kind…” Georgia regained its 
independence from the Soviet Union at a profound cost. As such, 
every journalist must remain mindful of these human rights, which 
empower us to serve society and uphold our conscience within the 
bounds of the law. This responsibility is significant; we should never 
use democracy and freedom of speech as tools for retribution. As a 
professional journalist, I take pride in being part of the first 
generation of Georgian journalists who played a pivotal role in 
shaping Georgian statehood as the Fourth Estate.
