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PROPAGANDA IN JOURNALISTIC COGNITION

Recent studies in media across various countries have
increasingly focused on the ethical aspects of journalistic self-
regulation.

Building on
this foundation, Merrill examines established journalistic
principles—such as punctuality, fidelity to the truth, and
impartiality—as well as the role of propaganda within the
profession.

Journalistic ethics play a crucial role in decision-making
processes, ensuring that choices align with the fundamental laws,
rules, and principles governing journalism. Moreover,
philosophical inquiry, both in America and Georgia, provides a
robust foundation for effectively grafting medialogy into the
discourse.
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
