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Making sense of Donald Trump’s presidential actions at this stage
feels overwhelming. His influence permeates numerous issues,
functioning like a puppeteer manipulating many heads and hands.

Each topic requires contextual understanding to grasp the
motivations behind his intentions. In many instances, these
intentions center on eroding citizens’ rights and excluding those
who “are not like us Anglo-Saxons,”' even though these
individuals have become integral to the fabric of American
society. For example, President Trump? plans to deport thousands
of agricultural workers to fulfill his promises.” However, he
soon realizes that without these essential workers—crop
harvesters, fruit pickers, and others—farmers’ crops will go to
waste. American citizens are typically employed elsewhere and
are often unwilling to fill these roles.* Consequently, once the
undocumented farm workers are apprehended, processed, and
counted, Donald Trump is left with no choice but to grant them
clemency to allow them to continue working. This scenario often
amounts to putting the cart before the horse.

Currently, fate is tallying the casualties from the July 4th
flash flood of the Guadalupe River in Texas.’ Local authorities
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failed to warn residents and campers in the watershed.
Despite recognizing the risk of flooding, they chose not to take
action. Shortly before the disaster, President Trump purged half of
the staff® at the National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration (NOAA),” leaving local weather professionals
unavailable. So far, the casualty count exceeds 120 dead, with
more than 160 missing, many of whom are children.

Additionally, the Trump Administration has dismantled® the
Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA),” which
typically assists victims of hurricanes and wildfires. As a result,
FEMA is unable to provide aid in Texas, especially during
hurricane season, leaving victims without assistance. Trump and
his loyal appointees, who seem determined to undermine the
federal government, appear indifferent to this crisis.

Judge Ryan D. Nelson who was appointed'® by President
Trump, has overruled federal judges’ decisions,'' enabling the
deportation of undocumented immigrants without due process.
Individuals are being taken from the streets by masked
individuals'? posing as Immigration and Customs Enforcement
(ICE)"® agents. These agents act without official warrants or
identifiable uniforms,'* resembling thugs who resort to force. In
return for his loyalty, the President is granting this judge a
lifetime appointment,'®> despite strong objections from other
federal judges'® who warn that such actions undermine the rule of
law'” in the United States.

Furthermore, Jeffrey Epstein,'®

a financier and convicted
sex trafficker of teenage girls, had a close relationship with
Donald Trump during the late 20th and early 21st centuries."
Controversy surrounds Epstein’s list of high-profile clients, which
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has mysteriously vanished,” leaving the truth elusive. Epstein
died under questionable circumstances in prison several years
ago.”! This situation seems even more controversial than
the rumored affair between President Kennedy and Marilyn
Monroe—some suggest Kennedy had Monroe killed to evade
repercussions from their relationship.?

Earlier this year, Donald Trump began dismissing air traffic
control staff,”® resulting in understaffing in various areas,
including Washington, D.C.** Consequently, an American
Airlines flight approaching DCA collided with an Army
helicopter operating outside its permitted airspace.> Had a second
controller been present that day, the crash could have been
avoided,?® yet Trump accepts no blame for the incident.

These stories continue to circulate across the United States
as President Trump consolidates his power, cutting costs while
hoarding savings not for the public good, but to reduce taxes for
the wealthy.?” All of this aligns with the BBB—Big Beautiful
Bill.*®

Reports indicate that billionaires connected to a Washington
think tank have drafted a “2025 manifesto™ that may serve as a
guiding document for Trump. While I haven't seen this document,
the BBB could provide insight into these developments. We
should prepare for the intentions of these billionaires to seize
control of the U.S. government, shaping it according to their
preferences. Is President Trump merely an old man following the
whims of his benefactors, likely to be declared senile and shielded
from the consequences of his actions?

These hidden puppeteers are known to a select few but
remain largely invisible in public discourse. What should we do?
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Will we need a more aggressive movement to save the Republic?
Some argue for a non-aggressive approach to avoid disaster. A
civil war could prove catastrophic, enabling adversaries like
Russia and China to exploit the chaos.

As an ordinary citizen, I feel as if we are under siege from
all sides.
